Much has changed since Illinois State University opened its doors to students in 1857. The University first conferred undergraduate degrees in 1860, 

began offering master's degree programs in 1943 and introduced doctoral work in 1962. Currently, the University offers sixty-five undergraduate 

programs, forty-one master's programs, eight doctoral programs, a Specialist in School Psychology and seven graduate level certificates. In fiscal year 

2007, the University conferred 5,047 degrees - 4,306 baccalaureates, 671 master's, 49 doctorates and 21 certificates. A total of 20,274 students are 

enrolled this fall (On- and Off-Campus)  - 87.3 percent of whom are enrolled in undergraduate programs.

While the University has undergone many changes, our core values have remained steadfast. These values - individualized attention, public 

opportunity, active pursuit of learning and scholarship, diversity, and innovation - remain the foundation for everything we do. The goals articulated in 

the University's strategic plan, Educating Illinois emanate from these values, and collectively focus the institution on the actions necessary to be a first-

choice public university for high-achieving, motivated students who seek individualized educational experiences combined with the resources of a 

large university. Data provided in the FactBook show that the University is attracting academically prepared students, and that our students are 

continuing and completing their education at historic rates.

As Illinois State University celebrates its sesquicentennial, I am pleased to present the twenty-first annual FactBook prepared by the Planning and 

Institutional Research office. The FactBook contains a collection of useful information designed to answer frequently asked questions about Illinois 

State University -- Illinois' first public university.

The tradition of an endowed chair in education dates back to 1502 when the mother of Henry VII 

established the Lady Margaret Professorship of Divinity at Oxford. More than 200 years later the first endowed chair was established in America, the 

Hollis Professorship of Divinity created in 1721 at Harvard. 

Endowed chairs offer many benefits to the donor, the honored scholar and students. An endowed chair offers Illinois State University the opportunity 

to offer a more diverse curriculum that is not dependent on usual income sources such as tuition and state funds. Endowed chairs also offer the means 

to attract, retain and honor distinguished faculty.

supports research and teaching in their discipline. Students are challenged and guided by exposure to the highest quality academic leadership.
